Unity is not only meant for
learning and teaching but
also for celebrating
(practising). We should
practise love in all our ways.
(1Cor 14:1). Job’s children
are the perfect models for
practising unity.
His sons used to take turns
in holding feast in their
homes and they would
invite their sisters to eat and
drink with them.(Job 1:4).
Families which have this
type of habit only can keep
unity. We see practising of
unity and its foundation
together in Act 4:32. All the
believers were one in heart
and mind. No one claimed
that any of his possessions
was his own but they shared
everything they had. If the
children of God are willing,
today also they can treat
their possessions as if it
belongs to others also.

Those who practise Holy
Communion should have an
obligation to keep the unity
in every corner of like. (1Cor
10:17).
Let us learn this lesson by
dividing in to two parts. 1.
Dependence to practice, 2.
Preparation to practice.
1. Dependence to practise:
- The devil tries to convince
us that it is impossible to
stand in unity in church and
in family. He will try to
convince us even through the
church history. He will point
out the contemporary
incidents in the church. We
see the trials that the devil
brings against the church in
Acts chapter 6. Certain
members murmured against
the church but it is proved
that the churches had power
which can not be defeated by
the gates of hell.

(Act 6:4). Our God is a God
who makes   impossibilities
possible.

2Chr 30:12 “Also in
Judea, the hand of God was
on the people to give them
the unity of mind to carry out
the orders of the King and
the officials according to the
word of  God. When God’s
hand works for giving unity,
those who put them in
confusion will have to pay
the penalty. (Gal
5:10).Church leaders have
other responsibilities like
punishing the persons who
brings confusion. We see in
Titus 3:10 “Reject a divisive
man after the first and second
admonition.    When we

2. Readiness to practice/
celebrate

Those who wish
to practice unity should
have a readiness to do
so. Usually we try to
accuse others for
disunity.  In Eph 4:1, 2,
3 we see how we should
walk in order to keep
the unity of spirit in a
peaceful way.
“Therefore, the
prisoners of Lord, I
beseech you to have a
walk worthy of the
calling with which you
are called, with all
lowliness and

gentleness, with
longsuffering, bearing
with one another in
love, endeavoring to
keep the unity of Spirit
in the bond of peace.
We should know three
basic principles that
work behind these
qualities. (a) This quality
is seen in Heavenly
Father. (Mat5:48). (b) It
can be seen in the Lord
and it is ordered by our Lord
to obey and practice in the
life. (c)  This is the fruit of
the Spirit Gal 5:22. The
children of God should live
according to the nature of
God. The Holy Spirit reveals
the truth in Mat 5; 43 & 48.
God wants his children to
be more perfect in life than
the law demands. In order
to be God’s children, we
should do several things.
(Mat 5:44). You should love
your enemies and pray
for those who
persecute. It is not
against the verse in Jn
1:12.” Yet all who
received Him, to those
who believed in his
name He gave the right
to become the children

of God. Those who live
with godly characters
should be called as His
children. Blessed are the
peacemakers for they
will be called as the sons
of God. Mat 5:9. If so
those make quarrels and
confusion will be called
the sons of devil. The
real beauty of our life is
that when the God’s
character reflects
through us.
The relation between
the unity and the
good qualities.
1. Complete holiness:
- We see this quality in
Paul. Paul saw others
greater than him and he
had no difficulty for
that. We see the glory of
his humility in 1 Cor
15:8. He says “Then last
of all He was seen by me
also as by one born out
of due time and least of
all apostles”. Those who
have complete
humbleness will have the
mind to respect others
too. We see another
thing Paul had done in

order to stick firmly to
humbleness in Rom
16:7. “Greet
Andronicus and Junia
My kinsmen who have
been in prison with
me. They are
outstanding among
apostles and they were
in Christ before I
was”.  Paul tried to see
two qualities, though it
is not so great, and
respect them. Here we
can see a believer who
recognizes others as
Christ’s possession
and co-partners of
eternal life will surely
give respect to others.
Jesus has taught the
principles of
humbleness by calling
a child before his
disciples in Matt 18:1-
3.  A child who is
having discord never
keeps it all through the
day or even a minute.
Those who live in
complete humbleness
can keep unity
between others.
2. Gentleness: We see
in Numbers 12:13 that
Moses was a very

humble men rather than
anyone else in the face
of the earth. His elder
brother and sister talked
against Moses.  God
has given these children
to his people as leaders.
But the disunity among
them is revealed.  It
may be happened in any
home.  The issues in
which Moses was
questioned will provoke
anyone. Both his
brother and his sister
questioned him about
his wife and also about
his ministry.  But Moses
remained silent.  He
didn’t give his ears to
take it serious.  But
God responds against
these.We see Moses was
crying to God for
Miriam (Num 12:13).  It
is not possible to make
riots with those who
live in humbleness.
Moses was a short
tempered man earlier.
But he learned to be
humble in God’s
school.  The history of
Moses illustrates that
anybody can learn
humbleness and lives so.

The Accidental Death Hid in Sin
This world loves and enter-
tains sin.
